VBe designated not-for -profit, tax -exempt by the IRS 

VBe incorporated in the State of Maryland  

VHave been incorporated in Maryland as non-profit before 

March 31, 2011 and have operated for one complete 

fiscal year  

VComply with anti -discrimination and Americans with 

Disabilities legislation  

VGive credit to MSAC for funding received  



Eligibility  
 

Arts Organizations:  

VPrimary purpose is producing or presenting the arts 

through public programs or services  

VAre governed by a legally-liable board of directors  

VMission statement and budget must be specific to the 

organization 

VMost of the organizationõs arts activities must occur in 

Maryland and most of the organizationõs expenditures 

must be devoted to activities that take place in Maryland  



Eligibility  

Non-Arts Organizations:  

VPrimary purpose is other than producing or presenting 

the arts, but provide ongoing arts activities or new arts 

projects that are open to the public  

VMost of the arts programõs arts activities occur in 

Maryland and most of the organizationõs expenditures 

are devoted to activities that take place in Maryland  

VUnits of government, colleges, and universities are 

considered non-arts organizations and may apply for 

their arts programs  



Eligibility  

Non-Arts Organizations:  

Education Organizations 

V Often times the mission statement indicates that 

education is the focus of the organization  

V60% or more of the organizationõs allowable 

expenditures are devoted to education  

VEducational expenses include, but are not limited to: 

workshops, artist residencies, lessons, classes, or other 

sequential learning activities, activities intended for 

classroom use, implementation of arts curriculum or 

curriculum development  



Eligibility  

Non-Arts Organizations:  

Education Organizations 

V May only apply for those non-educational  activities that 

are open to the public  

Å Educational Performing Arts Organizations may 

apply for support of  public performances  

Å Educational Visual Arts Organizations may apply for 

support of public exhibits or public works of art
